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Summary of thesis

This research disucces Daan conciliation which concluded
between the ottoman state and yemen in 1329H/1911 and its reflection
on the situations in Southern Arabia.

The period under study commenced from the time when Imam
Yahia Bin Mohammed Humeed udeen holed the throne in Yemen in
1323H/1904 up to the withdrawal of ottoman forces from the Yemeni
territories in 1337/1918. The aim of the research is to study details of
Daan conciliation that concluded between ottoman state and Imam
Yahia in 1329H/1911 with focus on its terms and results on the both
parties (Yemen and ottoman state), besides examining the effects of
this peace agreement on the political status in southern Arabia
according to the scientific historical method which depends on
historical facts analyzation taking into consideration the periodical
sequence of the subjects of the study is divided into: introduction,
preface , three parts , conclusion and annexes, besides list of contents
and references.

It has been pointed out in the introduction to the significancy of
this study in the modern history which witnessed what is called
“Arabic wake fullness”, in order to get rid of the ottoman rule,
because of the clear adherence of the ottoman state to its central policy
which depends on ruling the countries under their authority to the aim
of imposing their full dominance over it. | also discussed the reasons
of selecting this subject, all difficulties which faced, examining the
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most important references that depended on for the purpose of this
research.

However, the preface consists of studying the political situation
in Yemen before Imam Yahia holding the Yemeni throne, i.e, since
the subjection of Yemen to ottoman rule in 923H/1517, and the
Yemeni people resistance of the ottoman existence with focus on the
period of Imam Mansour’s rule of Yemen, and his resistance of
ottoman’s existence , besides peace attempts with ottoman state which
took place during his era. This period is, whoever, very important,
because it was the time when imam Yahia acquired his political and
military experiences from participating his father in the rule of
Yemen, and also due to Imam Mansour’s success in raising the
Yemeni cause with ottoman state, as a problem that requires a decisive
and prompt solution by ottoman state. Afterwards an opportunity
occurred during the time of his son, Imam Yahia for such solution,
who concluded a peace agreement with ottoman state on 24™ shawal
1329H/18 Oct 1911.

The Ist chapter deals with the first stage of Imam Yahis’s rule
which began from assuming Yemeni rule after the death of his own
father imam Mansour, method of his election, his victory over his
opposers and those who were deserious to become rulers of Yemen,
then his raising banner of Yemeni resistance of ottoman existence and
the continuous case of exchanging victory and defeat with the ottoman
troops. After that he allied with syd Mohamed idreesi at sabia who put
their hands together inorder to resist ottoman’s existence in their
regions simultaneously, besides explaining of ottoman’s stance from
the alliance between the imam and idreesi.

The research earmarked the 2" chapter for talking about daan
conciliation, that signed oin 24" shawal 1329H/18" Oct 1911,
studying the reasons which led to concluding of this peace agreement
between the two parties, analyzation of terms and conditions of the
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agreement and the results of concluding Daan agreement, particularly
concerning the Yemeni ottoman relationship.

In the 3" chapter, | focused on the study of the effects of Daan
agreement on the political status in southern Arabia, the most
important of that was the conflict arised between the two former
alliances, imam yahia and syed Mohamed idreesi, who became his
enemy and each one began to take any opportunity in order to get rid
of the other. I also discussed, in this chapter, imam yahia’s stance
from the first world war, which outbroke in 1332H/1914 and
continued till 1337/1918, the ottoman state envolved in the war to the
side of the allied states, and the attempts made by ottoman state and
the british who stationed in the southern Arabia in order to draw imam
yahia to their side in this world conflict, which its fighting zone
extended to southern Arabia. But imam yahia had succeeded to adaopt
a neutral stance from the two conflicting parts, but with a newtrality
trending by a passionate towards ottoman state, therefore he did’t take
opportunity of the envolvement of ottoman state in the first world war
to direct his efforts t get rid of the ottoman rule, in the same time he
did not show any kind of enemity for the English, the enemies of
ottoman state, but continued to watch up the on going events, and the
declaration of the ottoman defeat and forced them to sign mundoros
truce

In 1337H/1918 which stipulated withdrawal of ottoman forces
from Arab territories. After the withdrawal of ottomans from yemen in
1337H/1918, the latter got its complete indepence from ottoman state
and began a new era of Imam yahia’s rule.

The research seemed up with the most important results that it
reached to, besides annexes including certain documents which | was
able to make use of it, and a list of sources/references, that depended
on it in this research.
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
